
Tips for a 
green lawn 

and a  
healthy lake

If you need to fertilize your lawn, 
use fertilizers with no phosphorus. 
Look for a zero in the middle  
(4-0-12) !

 

Lawns typically do not require added 
phosphorus (second digit). Phosphorus 
helps the development of the root 
matrix. Please choose fertilizers without 
phosphorus! 

Potassium (third digit) helps your lawn 
survive the winter and provides resistance 
to insects. It is rarely missing in the soil. If 
you have any concerns about the health 
of you lawn, there are evaluation kits on 
the market to measure pH, nutrient and 
organic matter concentrations. 

If you need to fertilize, apply the dosage 
in 3 to 5 very small applications when the 
grass is actively growing. The best time to 
apply fertilizers is therefore in the spring 
and in the summer. Never apply fertilizers 
before or during heavy rainfall episodes 
because the nutrients will be washed 
directly into the waterways.
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
